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Building Trust Through Community Partnerships 

This newsletter will give you a summary review of 
the 2008 Central District Survey.  I have attached 
the multi-page summary document at the end of the 
newsletter.   

 

Overall the response rate from 2007 to 2008 is down 
from 206 to 71.  I always prefer a larger sample size, 
and one that is reflective of the composition of the 
district.  This is a challenge since we also try to man-
age surveying costs, so some neighborhoods and 
areas are better represented in the data.  I will en-
courage you now to participate in the 2009 effort.  
While I hear much from residents in the diverse 
downtown areas, this is another great opportunity for 
you to tell us what you think.  And yes, we do review 
the material and look for ways to improve our ser-
vice. 
 

As I was examining the material I found a couple of 
things of interest.  I am concerned about the amount 
of fear that residents in the district have, and what 
they identify as the causes of the fear.  When you 
look at what types of factors generate or feed fear in 
the public, there is fear shaped on objective condi-
tions, such as specific facts or data related to crime.  
Sometimes fear can be shaped by what is presented 
in the media or how it is presented in the community.  
One very fearful person, whether objective or not, 
can influence the wider audience greatly and trans-
fer some of the fear.  Question 23 deals with percep-
tions of fear, and presents the choices of Not Afraid 
at All, Only Somewhat Afraid, Afraid, and Very 
Afraid.  Most of the people that responded indicated 
they are not afraid for most of the situations pre-
sented in the survey.  When the sky gets dark and it 
comes to outside activity the perception rises into 
the Somewhat Afraid category.  In other words, peo-
ple have more concerns about the criminal activity in 
the streets after dark.    

When you then look at how respondents ranked 

what they believe the police priorities should be, 
this seems to make sense with data and informa-
tion we have discussed in the past and the crimes 
summarized in the newsletter.  With assaults, 
fights and batteries spiking in the data starting 
around 11 p.m. and topping out around bar time, 
this perception on the part of the community is ac-
curate.  Residents also expressed concerns about 
burglaries,  those concerns are also accurate.  For 
Central the unlocked doors and windows are a 
leading contributor to our burglaries.  As we are 
moving into 2009 we have seen some improve-
ments in burglaries, however we all need to stay 
vigilant.  With warm weather just around the cor-
ner, the temptation to open windows wide can be 
a concern.  Remember to use window vent locks, 
and keep doors secure whether you are home or 
not. 
 

I am glad to say I agree with most of the respon-
dents who in question 11 indicate a willingness to 
work together to solve the issues within our 
neighborhoods and reduce crime and perceptions 
of fear.
