2 Small Business Enterprise (SBE) Program Information 

2.1 Policy and Goal 

The City of Madison reaffirms its policy of nondiscrimination in the conduct of City 
business by maintaining a procurement process which remains open to all who have the 
potential and ability to sell goods and services to the City. It is the policy of the City of 
Madison to allow Small Business Enterprises (SBE) maximum feasible opportunity to 
participate in City of Madison contracting. The bidder acknowledges that its bid has been 
submitted in accordance with the SBE program and is for the public's protection and 
welfare. 

Please refer to the "ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS" for the goal for the utilization of SBEs 
on this project. SBEs may participate as subcontractors, vendors and/or suppliers, which 
provide a commercially useful function. The dollar value for SBE suppliers or 'materials 
only' vendors shall be discounted to 60% for purposes of meeting SBE goals. 

A bidder which achieves or exceeds the SBE goal will be in compliance with the SBE 
requirements of this project. In the event that the bidder is unable to achieve the SBE 
goal, the bidder must demonstrate that a good faith effort to do so was made. Failure to 
either achieve the goal or demonstrate a good faith effort to do so will be grounds for the 
bidder being deemed a non-responsible contractor ineligible for award of this contract. 

A bidder may count towards its attainment of the SBE goal only those expenditures to 
SBEs that perform a commercially useful function. For purposes of evaluating a bidder's 
responsiveness to the attainment of the SBE goal, the contract participation by an SBE is 
based on the percentage of the total base bid proposed by the Contractor. The total base 
bid price is inclusive of all addenda. 

Work performed by an SBE firm in a particular transaction can be counted toward the 
goal only if it involves a commercially useful function. That is, in light of industry practices 
and other relevant considerations, does the SBE firm have a necessary and useful role in 
the transaction, of a kind for which there is a market outside the context of the SBE 
Program, or is the firm's role a superfluous step added in an attempt to obtain credit 
towards goals? If, in the judgment of the Affirmative Action Division, the SBE firm will not 
perform a commercially useful function in the transaction, no credit towards goals will be 
awarded. 

The question of whether a firm is performing a commercially useful function is completely 
separate from the question of whether the firm is an eligible SBE. A firm is eligible if it 
meets the definitional criteria and ownership and control requirements, as set forth in the 
City of Madison's SBE Program. 

If the City of Madison determines that the SBE firm is performing a commercially useful 
function, then the City of Madison must then decide what that function is. If the 
commercially useful function is that of an SBE vendor I supplier that regularly transacts 
business with the respective product, then the City of Madison will count 60% of the value 
of the product supplied toward SBE goals. 
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To be counted, the SBE vendor I supplier must be engaged in selling the product in 
question to the public. This is important in distinguishing an SBE vendor I supplier, which 
has a regular trade with a variety of customers, from a firm which performs supplier-like 
functions on an ad hoc basis or for only one or two contractors with whom it has a special 
relationship. 

A supplier of bulk goods may qualify as an eligible SBE vendor I supplier if it either 
maintains an inventory or owns or operates distribution equipment. With respect to the 
distribution equipment; e.g., a fleet of trucks, the term "operates" is intended to cover a 
situation in which the supplier leases the equipment on a regular basis for its entire 
business. It is not intended to cover a situation in which the firm simply provides drivers 
for trucks owned or leased by another party; e.g., a prime contractor, or leases such a 
party's trucks on an ad hoc basis for a specific job. 

If the commercially useful function being performed is not that of a qualified SBE vendor I 
supplier, but rather that of delivery of products, obtaining bonding or insurance, 
procurement of personnel, acting as a broker or manufacturer's representative in the 
procurement of supplies, facilities, or materials, etc., only the fees or commissions will 
apply towards the goal. 

For example, a business that simply transfers title of a product from manufacturer to 
ultimate purchaser; e. g., a sales representative whore-invoices a steel product from the 
steel company to the Contractor, or a firm that puts a product into a container for delivery 
would not be considered a qualified SBE vendor I supplier. The Contractor would not 
receive credit based on a percentage of the cost of the product for working with such 
firms. 

Concerning the use of services that help the Contractor obtain needed supplies, 
personnel, materials or equipment to perform a contract: only the fee received by the 
service provider will be counted toward the goal. For example, use of a SBE sales 
representative or distributor for a steel company, if performing a commercially useful 
function at all, would entitle the Contractor receiving the steel to count only the fee paid to 
the representative or distributor toward the goal. This provision would also govern fees 
for professional and other services obtained expressly and solely to perform work relating 
to a specific contract. 

Concerning transportation or delivery services: if an SBE trucking company picks up a 
product from a manufacturer or a qualified vendor I supplier and delivers the product to 
the Contractor, the commercially useful function it is performing is not that of a supplier, 
but simply that of a transporter of goods. Unless the trucking company is itself the 
manufacturer or a qualified vendor I supplier in the product, credit cannot be given based 
on a percentage of the cost of the product. Rather, credit would be allowed for the cost of 
the transportation service. 

The City is aware that the rule's language does not explicitly mention every kind of 
business that may contribute work on this project. In administering these programs, the 
City would, on a case-by-case basis, determine the appropriate counting formula to apply 
in a particular situation.

In order that 
comparisons between the Special Provisions can be readily made, the numbering system for the Special 
Provisions is equivalent to that of the Specifications. 

Whenever in these Specifications the term "Standard Specifications" appears, it shall be taken to refer to 
the City of Madison Standard Specifications for Public Works Construction and Supplements thereto. 

SECTION 102.10: PREVAILING WAGE 

For this project, payment of prevailing wages (white sheet) shall be required unless the box indicating 
prevailing wages are not required is checked below. 

D Prevailing wages shall not be required when this box is checked. 

If prevailing wages (white sheets) are required, the wages and benefits paid on the contract shall not be 
less than those specified in the Prevailing Wage Determination included with these contract documents 
for the following types of work:

When multiple boxes are checked, worker's wages may vary according to the type and area of work 
performed. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to determine and apply the appropriate wage rate for 
the specific work assigned. 

SECTION 102.12: BEST VALUE CONTRACTING 

This Contract shall be considered a Best Value Contract if the Contractor's bid is equal to or greater than 
$55,500 for a single trade contract; or equal to or greater than $271,500 for a multi-trade contract 
pursuant to MGO 33.07(7). 

ARTICLE 104 SCOPE OF WORK 

Work under this contract consists primarily of installing storm sewer on Independence Land and water 
main on Independence Lane, Declaration Lane, Bunker Hill Lane and Hayes Road.

Erosion Control 
Clearing and Grubbing

The Contractor shall view the site prior to bidding to become familiar with the existing conditions. It will be 
the responsibility of the Contractor to work with the utilities located in the right of way to resolve conflicts 
during the construction process. 
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SECTION 105.1: AUTHORITY OF THE ENGINEER 

The Engineer shall resolve all questions which arise as to the quality and acceptability of materials 
furnished, work performed, manner of performance, rate of progress of the work, interpretation of the 
plans and Specifications, acceptable fulfillment of the contract, compensation, and disputes and mutual 
rights between Contractors under the Specifications. The Engineer shall determine the amount and 
quantity of work performed and materials furnished. 

All decisions of the Engineer shall, when so requested, be rendered in writing. They shall be final and 
conclusive in all matters unless within ten (1 0) days after such decision the Contractor applies in writing to 
the Board of Public Works for a review of such decision. 

Any change proposed by a Contractor in SBE subcontractors, vendors or suppliers from those SBEs 
indicated on the SBE Compliance Report must be approved by the Engineer and the City's Manager of 
the Affirmative Action Division (hereafter, AAD). When requested, such decision shall be rendered in 
writing. Such decisions shall be final and conclusive in all matters unless within ten (1 0) days after such 
decision the Contractor or the affected SBE applies in writing to the Board of Public Works for a review of 
such decision. 

In the event the Engineer and the AAD disagree over the proper decision to be made regarding an SBE, 
the Mayor shall appoint a third person to resolve the disagreement, within 30 days of appointment. The 
decision thus rendered may be reviewed by the Board of Public Works upon request of the Contractor or 
the affected SBE as set forth in Sections 105.1 and 105.2 of the City's standard specifications. 

SECTION 105.12 COOPERATION BY THE CONTRACTOR 

It is anticipated that the Contractor will need to use multiple crews and be working simultaneously in 
different areas within the project limits and may also need to work weekends in order to meet the 
schedule required by this contract. 

Madison Water Utility is aware that work on Booster Pump Station 115 Upgrade, City of Madison Contract 
#7 411, will be undertaken by others at approximately the same time frame and the same area as the 
proposed project. The Contractor shall coordinate access issues, traffic control and piping connections 
as necessary with the Contractor on the Booster Station upgrade project. 

SECTION 105.13 ORDER OF COMPLETION 

Prior to beginning construction operations, submit to the City a detailed construction schedule showing 
the sequence and anticipated dates of all major construction operations, conforming to the requirements 
as provided in Section 1 09.2, Prosecution of the Work. 

SECTION 107.7 MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC 

All signing and barricading shall conform to Part VI of the Federal Highways Administrations "Manual on 
Uniform Traffic Control Devices" (MUTCD), the State of Wisconsin Standard Facilities Development 
Manual (including Chapter 16 - Standard Detail Drawings) and the City of Madison Standards for 
sidewalk and bikeway closures. 

The Contractor shall submit an acceptable, complete Traffic Control Plan, including all necessary phases 
and any required sidewalk or bike route closures, to the office of the City Traffic Engineer, at 215 Martin 
Luther King Jr. Blvd. Suite 100, Madison, WI 53703, a minimum of five (5) working days prior to the pre­
construction meeting. The Traffic Control Plan shall address all requirements of this section of the 
Special Provisions. 

The Contractor shall not start work on this project until the Traffic Engineering Division has approved a 
traffic control plan and traffic control devices have been installed, in accordance with the approved plan. 
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Failure of the Contractor to obtain an approved Traffic Control Plan, as specified above, may prevent the 
Contractor from starting work and shall be considered a delay of the project, caused by the Contractor. 

The Contractor shall be responsible for installing and maintaining traffic control in accordance with the 
approved Traffic Control Plan and as directed by the City Traffic Engineer. The traffic control plan may 
need to be altered as conditions change in the field or as unexpected conditions occur. This may include 
relocating existing traffic control or providing additional traffic control. The Contractor shall install and 
maintain any necessary modifications or additions to the traffic control, as directed by the City Traffic 
Engineer, at no cost to the City. 

The Contractor shall provide ADA/Handicap Accessible pedestrian access, where such accommodations 
are originally available, at all intersections within the construction area at all times. Sidewalks shall be 
maintained on at least one side of the street at all times. 

The Contractor may remove parking within the project limits as necessary to facilitate construction. The 
Contractor shall be responsible for posting and maintaining NO PARKING signs in accordance with City 
of Madison Police Department's "Guidelines for Temporary No Parking Restrictions for Construction or 
Special Events". 

The work areas shall be backfilled, plated, or protected by traffic control devices during non-working 
hours. If steel plates are used, the Contractor shall notify the City of Madison Streets Division, 266-4681, 
24 hours prior to placement of the plates. 

No construction equipment or materials shall be stored in the roadway or street right-of-way that is open 
to traffic during non-working hours. Construction equipment and materials are not to be stored within the 
street right-of-way that is outside the project limits as shown on the approved plan. 

Contractor shall maintain two-way traffic on Hayes Road at all times. When practical the contractor shall 
maintain one 11 foot travel lane in each direction on Hayes Road. When 22' feet cannot be maintained 
for traffic, the contractor shall maintain two-way traffic using flaggers. At a minimum the contractor shall 
maintain one 11 foot travel lane when using flaggers. 

Contractor shall maintain two-way traffic on Anniversary Lane and Forest Run Road at all times. During 
the work in the Anniversary Lane and Forest Run Road intersections with Hayes Road this shall be done 
using flaggers. During the work in these intersections the contractor shall maintain the following Madison 
Metro bus turning movements: southbound right turn from Hayes Road to Forest Run Road, eastbound 
left turn from Forest Run Road to Hayes Road, northbound left turn from Hayes Road to Anniversary 
Lane, and eastbound right turn from Anniversary Lane to Hayes Road. 

Contractor shall maintain two-way traffic on Independence Lane, Declaration Lane, and Bunker Hill Lane 
at all times. During work in the intersections this shall be done using flaggers. 

Access to all driveways within the project limits shall be provided at all times. Interruption of access to a 
property, which is necessary for the project, shall be granted only after discussion(s) with the affected 
property owner(s)/occupants and only for times and durations that will minimize impact on the property 
owner(s)/occupants. Contractor shall provide 3 days advance notice when a driveway be closed for the 
project.

removed. This service is provided free of charge. If the Contractor removes the signs, the Contractor will 
be billed for the reinstallation of, and any damage to, the signing equipment. 
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SECTION 109.2 PROSECUTION OF THE WORK 

Work shall not commence until a written notice to proceed is issued by the Engineer. The date of 
substantial completion for all work under this contract shall be July 31 I 2015. 

The water main on Bunker Hill Lane shall be tested and serviceable by May 1~ 2015. The 
remaining water mains under this contract shall be tested and serviceable by July 1 I 2015. 

Substantial completion shall include all utility installation work, any required grading or stockpiling of 
excess fill material, placement of topsoil, terrace restoration, road restoration including curb and gutter 
replacement, sidewalk replacement and any other additional restoration as required. The fixed, agreed 
upon, liquidated damages for failure to complete all work within the Contract Time, unless otherwise 
specified in this section, shall be calculated in accordance with ARTICLE 109 of the Standard 
Specifications.

Storm sewer pipe work shall include installing approximately 900 feet of new 12" storm sewer at locations 
shown on the plan and in accordance with the Standard Specifications. 

Reconnection of existing pipes at new or existing structures, or new pipes at new or existing structures, 
shall be considered to be part of the work required to construct the new structure or to construct the new 
sewer pipe and shall not be rewarded with additional compensation. 

Where a new structure is to be constructed at an existing pipe, it is expected that the contractor shall saw 
cut the existing pipe in the required location to accommodate the placement of the new structure. If the 
contractor for his or her convenience deems it more suitable to remove the existing pipe to a full joint, the 
additional pipe and concrete collar required to reconnect to the new structure stall be the contractor's 
responsibility and shall not be compensated. 

Precast structures are only allowed where field poured structures are not specifically called for, and no 
precast structures are allowed until ULO's are completed and approval of the design engineer has been 
received.

This project consists of furnishing and installing ductile iron water main in two separate areas. The 
purpose of the project is to install water main associated with the upgrade of Madison Water Utility's 
Booster Pump Station 115 facility located at 4701 Bunker Hill Lane. The booster pump upgrade will be 
under construction concurrently with this contract. Booster Pump Station 115 currently serves Pressure 
Zone 6. The facility upgrade will allow the station to also serve Pressure Zone 3. The water main 
installed as part of this contract will allow the upgraded station to pump water to both pressure zones and 
will alter the boundaries of the two pressure zones. 
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The first area consists of installation of 12-inch and 16-in ductile iron water main on Independence Lane, 
Declaration Lane and Bunker Hill Lane adjacent to the Booster Station. The second area includes the 
installation of primarily 16-inch ductile iron water main on Hayes Road north of Anniversary Lane. 

The project is unusual in that the existing water main will not be abandoned. There will be minor water 
main abandonment and a small number of valve box abandonments, but most existing main will remain in 
service. Put proposed mains in service only with the permission of Madison Water Utility and in 
coordination with the Booster Pump upgrade project. 

Once the new systems have passed the pressure and water quality tests, cut off, extend as necessary, 
and reconnect the existing water service laterals to the new water mains unless the service is to be 
abandoned. All services that may require relocation due to conflicts with trees or any other issue must 
authorized and the new location approved in advance by the Water Utility inspector.

THIS AGREEMENT made this ~ day of 7---=-:;__--1-=~ in the year Two Thousand and 
Fifteen between SPEEDWAY SAND & GRAV L, INC. her er called the Contractor, and the 
City of Madison, Wisconsin, hereinafter called the City. 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the said City of Madison under the provisions of a resolution adopted 
FEBRUARY 3, 2015 , and by virtue of authority vested in the said Council, has awarded to the 
Contractor the work of performing certain construction. 

-
NOW, THEREFORE, the Contractor and the City, for the consideration hereinafter named, agree as 
follows: 

1. Scope of Work. The Contractor shall, perform the construction, execution and completion of the 
following listed complete work or improvement in full compliance with the Plans, Specifications, 
Standard Specifications, Supplemental Specifications, Special Provisions and contract; perform 
all items of work covered or stipulated in the proposal; perform all altered or extra work; and shall 
furnish, unless otherwise provided in the contract, all materials, implements, machinery, 
equipment, tools, supplies, transportation, and labor necessary to the prosecution and completion 
of the work or improvements: 

BOOSTER STATION 115 PIPELINE IMPROVEMENTS 
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2. Completion Date/Contract Time. Construction work must begin within seven (7) calendar 
days after the date appearing on mailed written notice to do so shall have been sent to the 
Contractor and shall be carried on at a rate so as to secure full completion SEE SPECIAL 
PROVISIONS, the rate of progress and the time of completion being essential conditions of this 
Agreement. 

3. Contract Price. The City shall pay to the Contractor at the times, in the manner and on the 
conditions set forth in said specifications, the sum of ONE MILLION FOUR HUNDRED FORTY­
ONE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED EIGHT AND 43/100 ($1.441,208.43) Dollars being the amount 
bid by such Contractor and which was awarded to him/her as provided by law. 

4. Wage Rates for Employees of Public Works Contractors 

General and Authorization. The Contractor shall compensate its employees at the 
prevailing wage rate in accordance with section 66.0903, Wis. Stats., DWD 290 of the 
Wisconsin Administrative Code and as hereinafter provided unless otherwise noted in Section 0: 
Special Provisions, Subsection 102.10- Minimum Rate of Wage Scale. 

"Public Works" shall include building or work involving the erection, construction, remodeling, 
repairing or demolition of buildings, parking lots, highways, streets, bridges, sidewalks, street 
lighting, traffic signals, sanitary sewers, water mains and appurtenances, storm sewers, and the 
grading and landscaping of public lands. 

"Building or work" includes construction activity as distinguished from manufacturing, furnishing of 
materials, or servicing and maintenance work, except for the delivery of mineral aggregate such 
as sand, gravel, bituminous asphaltic concrete or stone which is incorporated into the work under 
contract with the City by depositing the material directly in final place from transporting vehicle. 

"Erection, construction, remodeling, repairing" means all types of work done on a particular 
building or work at the site thereof in the construction or development of the project, including 
without limitation, erecting, construction, remodeling, repairing, altering, painting, and decorating, 
the transporting of materials and supplies to or from the building or work done by the employees 
of the Contractor, Subcontractor, or Agent thereof, and the manufacturing or furnishing of 
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materials, articles, supplies or equipment on the site of the building or work, by persons employed 
by the Contractor, Subcontractor, or Agent thereof. 

"Employees working on the project" means laborers, workers, and mechanics employed directly 
upon the site of work. 

"Laborers, Workers, and Mechanics" include pre-apprentices, helpers, trainees, learners and 
properly registered and indentured apprentices but exclude clerical, supervisory, and other 
personnel not performing manual labor. 

Establishment of Wage Rates. The Department of Public Works shall periodically obtain a 
current schedule of prevailing wage rates from DWD. The schedule shall be used to establish the 
City of Madison Prevailing Wage Rate Schedule for Public Works Construction (prevailing wage 
rate). The Department of Public Works may include known increases to the prevailing wage rate 
which can be documented and are to occur on a future specific date. The prevailing wage rate 
shall be included in public works contracts subsequently negotiated or solicited by the City. 
Except for known increases contained within the schedule, the prevailing wage rate shall not 
change during the contract. The approved wage rate is attached hereto. 

Workforce Profile. The Contractor shall, at the time of signature of the contract, notify the City 
Engineer in writing of the names and classifications of all the employees of the Contractor, 
Subcontractors, and Agents proposed for the work. In the alternative, the Contractor shall submit 
in writing the classifications of all the employees of the Contractor, Subcontractors and Agents 
and the total number of hours estimated in each classification for the work. This workforce 
profile(s) shall be reviewed by the City Engineer who may, within ten (1 0) days, object to the 
workforce profile(s) as not being reflective of that which would be required for the work. The 
Contractor may request that the workforce profile, or a portion of the workforce profile, be 
submitted after the signature of the contract but at least ten (1 0) days prior to the work 
commencing. Any costs or time loss resulting from modifications to the workforce profile as a 
result of the City Engineer's objections shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. 

Payrolls and Records. The Contractor shall keep weekly payroll records setting forth the name, 
address, telephone number, classification, wage rate and fringe benefit package of all the 
employees who work on the contract, including the employees of the Contractor's subcontractors 
and agents. Such weekly payroll records must include the required information for all City 
contracts and all other contracts on which the employee worked during the week in which the 
employee worked on the contract. The Contractor shall also keep records of the individual time 
each employee worked on the project and for each day of the project. Such records shall also set 
forth the total number of hours of overtime credited to each such employee for each day and 
week and the amount of overtime pay received in that week. The records shall set forth the full 
weekly wages earned by each employee and the actual hourly wage paid to the employee. 

The Contractor shall submit the weekly payroll records, including the records of the Contractor's 
subcontractors and agents, to the City Engineer for every week that work is being done on the 
contract. The submittal shall be within twenty-one (21) calendar days of the end of the 
Contractor's weekly pay period. 

Employees shall receive the full amounts accrued at the time of the payment, computed at rates 
not less than those stated in the prevailing wage rate and each employee's rate shall be 
determined by the work that is done within the trade or occupation classification which should be 
properly assigned to the employee. 

An employee's classification shall not be changed to a classification of a lesser rate during the 
contract. If, during the term of the contract, an employee works in a higher pay classification than 
the one which was previously properly assigned to the employee, then that employee shall be 
considered to be in the higher pay classification for the balance of the contract, receive the 
appropriate higher rate of pay, and she/he shall not receive a lesser rate during the balance of the 
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contract. For purposes of clarification, it is noted that there is a distinct difference between 
working in a different classification with higher pay and doing work within a classification that has 
varying rates of pay which are determined by the type of work that is done within the 
classification. For example, the classification "Operating Engineer" provides for different rates of 
pay for various classes of work and the Employer shall compensate an employee classified as an 
"Operating Engineer" based on the highest class of work that is done in one day. Therefore, an 
"Operating Engineer's" rate may vary on a day to day basis depending on the type of work that is 
done, but it will never be less than the base rate of an "Operating Engineer". Also, as a matter of 
clarification, it is recognized that an employee may work in a higher paying classification merely 
by chance and without prior intention, calculation or design. If such is the case and the 
performance of the work is truly incidental and the occurrence is infrequent, inconsequential and 
does not serve to undermine the single classification principle herein, then it may not be required 
that the employee be considered to be in the higher pay classification and receive the higher rate 
of pay for the duration of the contract. However, the Contractor is not precluded or prevented 
from paying the higher rate for the limited time that an employee performs work that is outside of 
the employee's proper classification. 

Questions regarding an employee's classification, rate of pay or rate of pay within a classification, 
shall be resolved by reference to the established practice that predominates in the industry and 
on which the trade or occupation rate/classification is based. Rate of pay and classification 
disputes shall be resolved by relying upon practices established by collective bargaining 
agreements and guidelines used in such determination by appropriate recognized trade unions 
operating within the City of Madison. 

The Contractor, its .Subcontractors and Agents shall submit to interrogation regarding compliance 
with the provisions of this ordinance. 

Mulcting of the employees by the Contractor, Subcontractor, and Agents on Public Works 
contracts, such as by kickbacks or other devices, is prohibited. The normal rate of wage of the 
employees of the Contractor, Subcontractor, and Agents shall not be reduced or otherwise 
diminished as a result of payment of the prevailing wage rate on a public works contract. 

Hourly contributions. Hourly contributions shall be determined in accordance with the prevailing 
wage rate and with DWD. 290.01(10), Wis. Admin. Code. 

Apprentices and Subjourney persons. Apprentices and sub journeypersons performing work 
on the project shall be compensated in accordance with the prevailing wage rate and with DWD 
290.02, and 290.025, respectively, Wis. Admin. Code. 

Straight Time Wages. The Contractor may pay straight time wages as determined by the 
prevailing wage rate and DWD 290.04, Wis. Admin. Code. 

Overtime Wages. The Contractor shall pay overtime wages as required by the prevailing wage 
rate and DWD 290.05, Wis. Admin. Code. 

Posting of Wage Rates and Hours. A clearly legible copy of the prevailing wage rate, together 
with the provisions of Sec. 66.0903(1 O)(a) and (11 )(a), Wis. Stats., shall be kept posted in at least 
one conspicuous and easily accessible place at the project site by the Contractor and such notice 
shall remain posted during the full time any laborers, workers or mechanics are employed on the 
contract. 

Evidence of Compliance by Contractor. Upon completion of the contract, the Contractor shall 
file with the Department of Public Works an affidavit stating: 

a. That the Contractor has complied fully with the provisions and requirements of Sec. 
66.0903(3), Wis. Stats., and Chapter DWD 290, Wis. Admin. Code; the Contractor has 
received evidence of compliance from each of the agents and subcontractors; and the 
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names and addresses of all of the subcontractors and agents who worked on the 
contract. 

b. That full and accurate records have been kept, which clearly indicate the name and trade 
or occupation of every laborer, worker or mechanic employed by the Contractor in 
connection with work on the project. The records shall show the number of hours worked 
by each employee and the actual wages paid therefore; where these records will be kept 
and the name, address and telephone number of the person who will be responsible for 
keeping them. The records shall be retained and made available for a period of at least 
three (3) years following the completion of the project of public works and shall not be 
removed without prior notification to the municipality. 

Evidence of Compliance by Agent and Subcontractor. Each agent and subcontractor shall file 
with the Contractor, upon completion of their portion of the work on the contract an affidavit 
stating that all the provisions of Sec. 66.0903(3), Wis. Stats., have been fully complied with and 
that full and accurate records have been kept, which clearly indicate the name and trade or 
occupation of every laborer, worker or mechanic employed by the Contractor in connection with 
work on the project. The records shall show the number of hours worked by each employee and 
the actual wages paid therefore; where these records shall be kept and the name, address and 
telephone number of the person who shall be responsible for keeping them. The records shall be 
retained and made available for a period of at least three (3) years following the completion of the 
project of public works and shall not be removed without prior notification to the municipality. 

Failure to Comply with the Prevailing Wage Rate. If the Contractor fails to comply with the 
prevailing wage rate, she/he shall be in default on the contract. 

5. Affirmative Action. In the performance of the services under this Agreement the Contractor 
agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant because of race, religion, marital 
status, age, color, sex, disability, national origin or ancestry, income level or source of income, 
arrest record or conviction record, less than honorable discharge, physical appearance, sexual 
orientation, gender identity, political beliefs, or student status. The Contractor further agrees not 
to discriminate against any subcontractor or person who offers to subcontract on this contract 
because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or national 
origin. 

The Contractor agrees that within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this agreement, the 
Contractor will provide to the City Affirmative Action Division certain workforce utilization 
statistics, using a form to be furnished by the City.
