107.4 Contractor’s Liability Insurance: In addition the insurance requirements listed in this section Contractor
must carry the following insurance: Contractor’s Pollution Liability Insurance. Contractor shall procure and
maintain Contractor’s pollution liability insurance coverage for any and all losses arising from or in any way
related to pollution conditions, both sudden and accidental and gradual, which arise from Contractor’s
operations, whether directly or indirectly, or that are in any other way related to Contractor’s operations,
whether such operations be by Contractor, its subcontractors or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any
of them. The pollution liability insurance policy shall contain minimum liability limits of $2,000,000 per loss,
$4,000,000 aggregate. Liability limits shall be dedicated to the losses described herein and said limits shall not
be eroded by the addition of any other party or entity not in conformance with this contract.

The pollution liability insurance policy shall contain or be endorsed to include coverage for the following: (i)
bodily injury (including death), property damage and environmental cleanup costs, both on-site and off-site; (ii)
transportation of any waste, including loading/unloading, from the site to the final disposal location, with all
such disposal locations being scheduled as non-owned disposal sites for coverage under this policy.

The pollution liability insurance policy shall: (i) be primary andnot contributory asto any coverage ofthe City;
(ii) contain an appropriate cross-liability clause insuring the City against any loss of damage to the City orthe
City’sproperty resulting from any acts oromissions of Contractor, its officers, employees, agents, servants, of
subcontractors; (iii)namethe City as an additional insured (the addition of any other party and/or entity to the
policy shall require the City’s prior written consent); (iv) remain in effect for the life of this Agreement and at
leasttwo (2) years beyond; (v)notbe cancelled, modified, orterminated until the City has received not less
than 30 days prior written notice thereof.

107.4(d) Contractor’s UmbrellaLiability Insurance tobe adjusted as follows: The Contractor shall procure and
maintain during the life of the Contract umbrella Liability coverage at least as broad as the underlying
Commercial General Liability, Business Automobile Liability and Employer’s Liability with minimum limits of
$5,000,000 per occurrence and aggregate.
