HATE CRIMES PREVENTION ACT

òPerceived or Actual: Race, color, religion, national 
origin, gender, disability, sexual orientation, gender 
identity.

òGives Federal authorities ability to investigate 
crimes that local authorities choose not to pursue.

òProvides $5 million a year through 2012 to help 
state and local agencies.

òRequires the FBI to track statistics on hate crimes 
based on gender and transgender (other groups 
are already tracked).

WHAT IS A HATE CRIME?

òNot a crime, but a penalty enhancer  that 

increases the potential penalty of a crime.

òA criminal act ðbattery, disorderly conduct, etc 

that is directly related to the victimõs race, 

sexual orientation, national origin, etc.

òHateful conduct without a crime being 

committed is not a hate crime.



HATE CRIME IN WISCONSIN

òThe hate crime penalty enhancer is added 

when the victim of the crime is intentionally

selected in whole or part based on the 

offenderõs perceptionof the victimõs protected 

class, whether correct or not.

òProtected classes in Wisconsin includes: race, 

religion, color, disability, sexual orientation, 

national origin or ancestry.



MOTIVATION IN ACTION

ò Symbols or slogans left at 
the scene

ò Crimes committed on 
specific dates 
commemorating victim 
community historical 
events, religious holidays, 
or celebrations

ò Slurs or demeaning 
remarks made at the time 
of the crime

ò Threatening messages by 
phone or mail



UNIQUE FEATURES OF A HATE CRIME

òMore likely to cause serious injury or death 

than other assaultive crimes.

òOften escalates when members of dominant 

culture think they are under attack.

UNIQUE FEATURES OF A HATE CRIME

òUsually perpetrated in groups, which may 

éDiffuse offendersõ responsibility

éExacerbate trauma to victim

IMPACT OF A HATE CRIME - INDIVIDUAL

òBasis for attack is their identity ðvictim 

targeted due to a core, immutable 

characteristic.

IMPACT OF A HATE CRIME - INDIVIDUAL

òResearch shows that people who are physically 

or psychologically attacked for reasons of 

prejudice suffer more than people who are 

victims of similar attacks not motivated by 

prejudice.

IMPACT OF A HATE CRIME - INDIVIDUAL

òHeightened sense of vulnerability = 

hopelessness. 

òMay not associate with other members of this 

group or get needed services, believing that 

these actions increase their vulnerability.

IMPACT OF A HATE CRIME - COMMUNITY

òProjected outward to all members of that 

community.

òMembers of other commonly targeted groups 

are reminded of their vulnerability.

òAttacks on places of worship and their spiritual 

symbols may harm victims and the community 

more than other acts of vandalism.

HATE CRIME STATISTICS

ò In 1990 the Hate Crimes Statistics Act was 
enacted.

òFBI collects statistics from law enforcement 
agencies across the United States.

òConsistently about 7,500 hate crimes are 
reported annually.

ò In 2008, 13,690 US law enforcement agencies 
participated in the FBIõs data collection

ò84.3% reported zero hate crimes

òOver 4,000 agencies did not participate

òUnited States Department of Justice, Bureau of 
Justice Statistics 

òCrime Victimization survey

òReported an annual average of 210,000 hate 
crime victimizations from July 2000 ð
December 2003

pressures may also be reluctant to come 

forward to report these crimes.

FBI HATE CRIME STATISTICS

ò In 2008, the race of the Offender was identified 

6,927 times.

ò61.1% of the Offenders were White.

ò20.2% of the Offenders were Black



HATE CRIME STATISTICS - WOMEN

òHorrific example of a gender-based hate crime. 

ò2006 shooting of 10 young Amish girls in 

Pennsylvania.

òArmed with three guns, two knives, and 600 

rounds of ammunition a 32 year-old man, burst 

into the one-room schoolhouse.  



HATE CRIME STATISTICS - WOMEN

òSeparated the boys, ages 6 to 13, from the 

girls, and allowed the boys to leave.

òHe shot the girls, and five were killed and five 

others were seriously wounded.

òThe man did not know any of the victims.



HATE CRIME STATISTICS - YOUTH

According to Partners Against Hate:

ò 33% of all known hate crime offendersare under 
18.

ò 29% of all hate crime offendersare 18-24.

ò 30% of all victims of bias-motivated aggravated 
assaults are under 18.

Steinberg, Brooks, Remutlla



HATE CRIMES ðWISCONSIN STATISTICS

òHate Crimes nearly doubled in Wisconsin from 

47 in 2005 to 99 in 2008.

òVandalism and simple assault most frequent 

offenses

ò92 was the number of FBI reported hate crimes 

for Wisconsin in 2008.  9 in Madison and 30 in 

Milwaukee.

òAn organized group or movement advocating 

hate, hostility, or violence towards a specific 

group.

òOften based on legal protected classes. 

òActual classification of a specific group as a 

òHate Groupó is controversial and there is no 

consensus definition.



HATE GROUPS

òThe Southern Poverty Law Center issued a 

report titled "The Year in Hate," it counted 926 

hate groups in its latest tally, up 4% from 888 

in 2007. 

òThe number of hate groups in the U.S. has 

increased by 54% since 2000.



HATE GROUPS

òDon Black, 55 year old former Ku Klux Klan 

Grand Wizard, claimed more than 2,000 people 

joined his website the day after Obamaõs 

election, up from 80 on an ordinary day.

òDavid Duke, a former Klan leader and former 

member of the Louisiana legislature, said, 

Obama is a òvisual aidó that galvanizes the 

white  supremacist movement.
