Janice (Speedway):  Asked if the SBE list on the web site was current.  AA was not represented to respond.  Janice also noted that the response from companies on the SBE list is low.



Mike Udelhofen (Yahara):  Asked about testing for freeze/thaw and soundness and the 1.25” vs. 1.5”.




1.25” will be added to spec in 2007



Dennis Richardson (Huston):  Asked about the 1.25” vs. 1.5”.  He also asked about how contract times are determined and inspection on Good Friday.  Response:  City offices are open.



Mike Heitman (Capital):  stated contract times are to short so he adds liquidated damages

DOT uses a formula for rain days when estimating days of contract



Larry Nelson:  City is looking to modify curb section so it is ADA compliant and try to coordinate with other communities.



Jim Sponem (Cattell):  Requested the curb section and use of 3” or ¾” gravel be considered in modification so steel is not required at trenches.  Staff to review this winter.



Discussion on opening bids 1 week after they are submitted was discussed.  Contractors requested that they get calls earlier from AA if there is a problem with their packet.  Routinely they are called Friday morning of bid opening day....scramble to get information to AA before bids are opened.
