Acceptable Smoke Alarms for Residential Use

The following smoke alarm models meet the minimum standards of the City of Madison’s smoke
alarm ordinance as approved by the Common Council on March 3, 2009. This list is not meant to
be all-inclusive and other models may be added as they are identified.

SA901 — 10-year battery, tamper proof

KIDDE

0910 — 10-year lithium cell, tamper resistant features must be utilized
KN-SMFM-i — 120-volt with rechargeable battery back-up

SA340B - 10-year lithium cell, tamper resistant body

SA340CN — with 10-year tamper resistant lithium powercell

SA305B — when used with a 10-year lithium battery and optional tamper
resistant features are utilized

SA305CN — when used with a 10-year lithium battery and optional tamper
resistant features are utilized

SA303 — when used with a 10-year lithium battery and optional tamper
resistant features are utilized

SA9120BCN - 110-volt with battery back-up, locking features must be used
SAT710LCN - photoelectric alarm with 10-year battery and optional theft-
prevention lock
