The purpose of the position is to
promptly address issues emerging in the neighborhood to prevent the situation
from becoming so unstable as to require the full time presence of a Neighbor-
hood Officer.

I am thrilled to announce that Police Officer Susie Gonzalez, one of our North
District officers, volunteered for t
patrol experience with the Madison Police Department. She has primarily
worked the night shift in the North, East, and Central districts.

PO Gonzalez® has many goals she woul
Neighborhood. She has already made connections and change is underway for
creating more street and park lighting in the area. She recently attended the
2008 Mayords Roundtable as well as at
Liaison Committee meeting. PO Gonzalez has facilitated getting the City Attor-
ney, as well as other city officials, involved in certain projects to help benefit
quality of life issues, pertaining to the Brentwood neighborhood. She is eager
to create a working relationship with area landlords/property owners to develop
a consistent response plan, reference problem apartments and complexes.

PO Gonzalez is also coordinating efforts and sharing information to the MPD
task force, North Community Policing Team, patrol and North command staff.
PO Gonzalez has hopes in sharing a police newsletter to share with the commu-
nity, regarding news specifically pertaining to the Brentwood neighborhood.

She hopes to incorporate a marketing campaign, as well, to let the neighbor-
hood know that police have a zero tolerance for criminal behavior and are ea-
ger to improve the quality of life for the Brentwood neighborhood.

It is my belief that this neighborhood is fortunate to have so many residents,
property owners, and other Northside Community stakeholders who are willing
to get involved in helping improve the quality of life in this area. Working to-
gether, | am confident in our ability to assure that this remains a safe and vi-
brant neighborhood for many years to come.

East High staff continues to work hard at getting struggling students plugged into school. Tim Reit-

mann is our (very dedicated) Student Engagement Coordinator. Tim works with students to ensure

they are attending classes, getting the necessary support, and engaging while at school. In addition to

Ti mds great work, East has Purple and Gold teams, w
staff, administrators, and Tim. These teams meet weekly to discuss students who are struggling and

come up with plans to assist and support them with whatever needs they have. The SSIT team is vir-

tually the same as the Purple and Gold teams, focusing on special education students needing addi-

tional help succeeding at East. East staff is certainly dedicated to helping all students succeed at East.

Unfortunately, there are a few negative trends that continue at East. Most notably are truancy, graf-

fiti, and theft. The PDQ down the street continues to be a big draw for students at lunchtime. More

and more students come back to school late from lunch, causing them to miss considerable class time.

Other students wander the neighborhoods around East, rather than go to class. Neighbors in the area

continue to express frustration about students smoking, littering, and loitering on their property.

There has been a steady stream of graffiti in and around East all year. Throughout October and No-
vember, the incidents have increased, causing thousands of dollars in property damage in the commu-
nity. Unfortunately, it seems that the same small group of students is responsible for a majority of

that damage. These cases are hard to solve for the police. Please help us by being attentive to your
property. If you suspect a group is doing graffiti on your property, contact MPD. Any descriptions

you can provide of those damaging property will go a long way toward assisting us in catching those
responsible. Parents, if your child has a habit of carrying lots of large, permanent markers or spray
paint around, please ask them why. Kids who do graffiti rarely go anywhere without the tools of

their trade!

Locker thefts at East continue to be a problem as well. Students have been reminded frequently not to
bring cell phones, iPods, MP3 players or other electronics to school for this reason. However, they
continue to do so, and these items are attractive targets for thieves. While thefts from lockers are cer-
tainly not condoned, they are usually very hard to solve, and items are not generally recovered.

Please remind your student not to bring these devices to school.
