October was a busy month for our officers in patrol.  
During October, patrol officers responded to 3,552  calls

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October remained an extremely busy month for 
West District Detectives. Well over 50 new cases 
were assigned to Detectives during the month.  

 
Among these were 5 strong-armed robberies, 2 armed rob-
beries, 1 child abuse case, 4 child sex assaults, 2 death in-
vestigations, and 3 weapons offenses. West Detectives typi-
cally carry a fairly heavy caseload and I am continually im-

pressed with the level of service they are able to provide.  
 
As we approach the end of 2009, we are sad to say goodbye 
to retiring Detective Matt Misener. Detective Misener has 
worked Persons Crimes for the West District this past year 
and was notably one of the lead investigators for the Balsam 
Road homicide which occurred June 9, 2009. All suspects in 
this homicide have been arrested and charged. Detective 
Misener was also the lead investigator in the Homicide of 
Joel Marino which occurred in early 2008 and garnered 
much public attention. Detective Misenerôs depth of experi-
ence and professionalism will be missed and we wish him 
the best in his retirement.  

On November 9 the remaining Allied buildings are set to be 
demolished. 2345/2347 Allied and 2351 Allied will be taken 
down at approximately 3:00 pm. Robinson Bros Excavating has 
the contract.  
 
The Allied Neighborhood Police Office has been in a Meyer Man-
agement apartment since approximately 2004. A sincere thank 
you to Jeff Meyer and staff for supporting the Madison Police 
Departmentôs efforts to maintain a presence in the neighbor-
hood. 
 
The Allied Neighborhood Police Office has been moved to 2210 
Allied Drive, apt 2. David Beaton of Alliant Management worked 

diligently to assist in obtaining a new office still in the Neighbor-
hood.  Thank you for your assistance. We are still unpacking 
however if you drive through the area you can see the Madison 
Police Sign prominently in the front window. Drop ins are al-
ways welcome. 
 

In order for a crime to occur three things must 
be present; an offender, a victim and a place 

where the crime can take place.  By taking 
away even one of those things, you can effectively prevent 
the crime from happening.  When people think of police 
work, they most often think of our efforts to catch crimi-
nals either during or after a crime.  However, just as effec-
tive in crime prevention is focusing on reducing victims or 
eliminating places where crime can happen.  
With that in mind, I want to once again remind people not 
to leave their cars warming up in their driveways or ga-
rages.  Every winter we see a large number of very pre 
ventable auto thefts due to people leaving their cars  
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service.  That is an average of 114  calls per day.  These 
incidents included:

In  October the West CPT spent a considerable 
amount of our time assisting  MPD's training divi-
sion with training new Officers.  CPT team mem-
bers assisted with one week of tactical training for 

officers before they come out to field training.  A variety of tac-
tical scenarios are put together and all new officers must suc-
cessfully complete these scenarios prior to coming out of the 
academy. 
 
The West CPT  worked downtown for the Halloween weekend 
serving in a variety of roles making sure the event went off 
safely. 
 

Back in the West District time was spent addressing continuing 
concerns with Britta Dr., the Highlander and area gas stations 
that have reported drug transactions happening in their lots.  
We also ran several speed waves to address ongoing traffic 
complaints with speed. 
 
Officer Douglas and Martie (K-9),  were used for a West side 
drug search warrant in which numerous narcotics were located. 
Officer Amos continued his work with the Balsam Rd. area and 
Toki School.  Until next month we hope all have a wonderful 
Thanksgiving.

There are a number of multi -generational families living in 
Wexford Ridge.  This is a testament to the dedication in 
making a neighborhood better for the children and each 
other.  There is desire and dedication.  With that, I want 
to lift up and thank those residents, leaders, and stake-
holders for their desire and dedication to make Wexford 
Ridge a better place.  In my 5 years as the Neighborhood 
officer, I have seen long-term residents (stakeholders) 
take on leadership roles of mentoring and counseling 
other residents.  I have seen new residents learn what it 
means to be on their own for the first time and then be-

come leaders and role models to the future young people.  
This is how neighborhoods grow and prosper.  It has been 
a pleasure to see this happen, and I am hopeful that it will 
continue. 
 
As far as the policing issues that have faced Wexford for 
the month of October, the calls for service decreased in 
comparison to September.  There were 83 calls for service 
in September and 72 in October.  The top 5 calls include:  
7 disturbances, 5 domestics, 5 911 calls, 5 check persons, 
and 4 check properties.   
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unattended and running.  We also see many victims who 
leave their car running while they run into convenience 
stores or gas stations ñfor just a minuteò and return to 
find their car gone.  When the weather turns cold it is 
extremely tempting to start you car in order to have it 
warmed up by the time you need to drive away or leave it 
running so it doesnôt get cold.   
 
Criminals know that people do this.  They cruise neighbor-
hoods in the mornings and watch gas stations waiting for 
a victim.  You have the power not to be that victim.  As 
tempting as it is to want to avoid the cold and climb into a 
nice warm car, itôs not worth the risk of walking outside to 

find your car stolen.   
 
Donôt leave your car running, unattended and unlocked.

Calls for service in the Meadowood area are 
steady with no addresses making the list of five 
or more police calls in a month. When an ad-
dress generates five or more police calls in a 

month it is flagged by MPD crime analysts and sent to district 
stations for follow -up. This is the first time in a year that the 
Balsam/Russett area has not had a property flagged for me. 
  
I attended the Toki Middle School dance and it was very suc-
cessful. Members of Toki Middle School staff attended the MPD 

monthly gang meeting and Neighborhood Resource Team 
meeting. Information sharing is the primary goal of these meet-
ings.   
 
An article in the Wisconsin State Journal Minding Meadowood 
was well- balanced but had some unfortunate video of Toki kids 
creating a disturbance at the shopping center. The suspects in 
the disturbance were all arrested and I had a meeting with 
them at the school a few days later to ensure there will not be 
any continuation. 
  



There 
were a number of students that have been consistently roaming the halls and failing to attend school on a regular basis.  
 

Itôs probably true that the issue of truancy has been a constant obstacle for High Schools since the beginning of time.  However, I find it 
inconceivable that a student would be allowed to stay home and hang out in the neighborhood without a parent becoming involve d, and 
insisting that the behavior change.
