Overall timeline

» Early work began on East Washington late 2022.
* Main construction began March 2023.

* Heavy construction complete in summer 2024.
* Open for service in late 2024.



What to expect during construction

* Orange barrels, lane closures, lane shifts, temporary traffic
signals.

* Occasional closures of some streets, major arterials will
stay open.

» Occasional disruptions to bike lanes, driveways, etc.

 \Work at each station will take 2-3 months.
