
Entry Guidelines
Artful Affair 2026

1. Open to amateur artists age 55 and better. A professional is defined as someone who
depends on the income generated from the art they create.
 
2. Submissions should be original and not shown before at a past Artful Affair.
 
3. We welcome a variety of mediums including sculpture and photography. Due to limited
space please contact us before bringing in large pieces to ensure we have a safe display
area.
 
4. The Madison Senior Center (MSC) respects and values each piece of art entered and
takes special precautions in handling and displaying the art. Artists display their work at
their own risk with no responsibility for damages assumed by the Madison Senior Center.
 
5. The fee to participate is $10 per piece or $25 for three pieces. Scholarships are
available. Fees offset the cost of advertising and prizes. If you or someone you know is
interested in being a sponsor contact the Madison Senior Center.
 
6. Artist may sell their work in exchange for a 10% donation to the Madison Senior Center
Foundation.
 
7. Wall art must be framed and wired to hang. 
 
8. The official grand opening of the exhibit will be on Gallery Night, Friday, May 8, 2026,
5:00 – 8:00 pm. After that the exhibit is open to the public whenever the Madison Senior
Center is open.
 
9. Drop-off will be on Tuesday, April 21, 9:00 am – 1:00 pm. You must make arrangements in
advance if you can’t drop your artwork off at the designated time. Pick-up will be on
Tuesday, July 7, 9:00 am - 12:00 pm.
